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It has been all excitement across levels these past weeks as the children learnt 

about and explored the themes 'Values and Ethics'  and  'Places Around Us'.   So 

much learning was achieved despite having to observe the Covid 19 protocols of 

social distancing and constantly washing of hands.  

 

Assembly:    

We were unable to gather as a whole section to hold our assemblies because of the present pandemic      

situation but we got creative about it. We planned and held our assemblies in our classes and so had the     

opportunity to still observe and celebrate important dates across  the globe.  

 

Themes:  

Values and Ethics : As we worked on the theme ôValues and Ethicsõ our children explored and understood 

what our core  values are as a school.  They also role played citizenship skills such as honesty, integrity,    

punctuality. They learnt more about following rules and regulations as 

these also have a role to play in being ethical. They also learnt about 

friendship and how to make friends and ways to be good and better 

friends to their peers. Leadership skills were also discussed.  The children 

answered the question 'How can I be Fair?

Places Around Us:  The children visited some of the places in the 

school as we worked on the theme. We visited the library, the 

clinic, the school kitchen and cafeteria to mention just a few. 

Their vocabulary was enriched as they learnt new words like   

sick- bay, patient, and outpatient, cafeteria, tuck shop. It was a    

fun -filled experience as the children had the opportunity to visit 

parts of the school they ordinarily do not go to.
